The January meeting will focus on a small project woodworkers of any skill level can accomplish – the SMALL BOX!   We have seen several of these brought in for show-and-tell over the past few years, and we ask members to once again bring any boxes you may have built to this meeting where we will discuss the design and construction of boxes, followed by a neat technique to line the inside of the box.  The related topics for the meeting's discussion and demonstration will be presented in two-parts:

1.  Members are asked to bring examples of SMALL BOXES they have built (or turned?) and we will go over the various methods of construction, scale, joinery, wood selection, etc. in an extended show-and-tell like discussion on building boxes.  Woodworkers of all abilities can make boxes, and this meeting will be a great way of showing others what can be done!  Boxes of all kinds, old or new, are sought to show different possibilities.  Come and see for yourself what fellow woodworkers have done!

2.  At the conclusion of discussion about making small boxes, AWC President Carl Link will then demonstrate the process of 'flocking' - adding a velvet-like lining to assembled woodworking pieces.  Carl will show how the piece is prepared, the application of the adhesive to the surfaces, and the method used to distribute the fibers onto the adhesive.    This should be an interesting demonstration to show how to enhance the interior of your projects that need that little extra refinement to make it even more elegant!
Directions to the EH & S Safety Services Building (EHSSSB), 2809 Daley Road, Ames (ISU campus)
From the intersection of 13th Street and Stange Road (south of Veenker Golf Course), proceed one block south on Stange Rd. to the next stop light, and turn right (west) onto Daley Drive. When making mortise and tenon joints, it is often far easier to first make the mortises and then fit the tenons to these holes.  If making mortises in table legs that will eventually be turned on a lathe, first cut the mortises and finish any other joinery while the leg blanks are still square, and when you are satisfied that the joinery is OK, then turn the legs to final shape.
